DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER
Yorkshire Terriers Only

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the
American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative
Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number, are
eligible to participate. Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges
(PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number must be spayed or neutered in order
to compete. Wherever the word “dog” is used in these regulations it includes both sexes.

Dogs should be physically sound. Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible, and
neither are bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity,
injury, or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance. No dog shall
compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached to it for medical
purposes. Refer to Chapter 2 of the Registration and Discipline Rules for the listing of
registerable breeds that may participate. Puppies under six months of age are strictly
prohibited from the trial grounds.

HEIGHT DIVISIONS
Owners are responsible for entering the proper height divisions. In the Regular classes,
dogs may be entered at the jump height for which their measurement qualifies them or a
higher jump height, if the exhibitor chooses. In the Preferred classes, however, dogs must
run in the jump height for which their actual measurement qualifies them.
STANDARD PREFERRED

8 inches 4 inches For dogs 11 inches and under at the withers
12 inches 8 inches For dogs 14 inches and under at the withers
16 inches 12 inches For dogs 18 inches and under at the withers
20 inches 16 inches For dogs 22 inches and under at the withers
24 inches 20 inches For dogs over 22 inches at the withers
Owners may jump their dogs at 26 inches at their own discretion.



COURSE FAMILIARIZATION AND WARM-UPS
Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of
the class. The walk-through allows handlers to plan their strategy for running the course.
There will be no Novice Obstacle familiarization.

NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS
The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge that
they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport and that their dogs are familiar with
and are able to perform the obstacles safely.
“Exhibitors should follow their veterinarians’ recommendation to assure their dogs are
Free of internal and external parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate
vaccinations.”

The State of Kentucky requires a valid proof of Rabies vaccination for all
dogs with you.
Refunds (in full) will be made for notice of a bitch in season received before the closing date.
After the closing date, a partial refund will be made.
Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or
barred from the competition by action of the Trial Committee.
No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, or any other cause
beyond the control of the organizing committee.
It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs.
Any exhibitor whose dogs create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or
disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee, will be asked to leave the
trial site. In such case, no refund of any fees paid will be made.
